CAPE COHOS

Some of the most exciting fishing we had last summer was just off the steep capes
in the Shelikoff Straight about 45 minutes away from the lodge. The Shelikoff
separates Kodiak Island from mainland Alaska and is a main thoroughfare for
salmon traveling north. They congregate off the steep capes on the west side of the
islands to gorge themselves with baitfish before heading up the streams to spawn.

Silvers by the thousands school up and forage for weeks during July, August, and
late into September. We caught them mostly on spinning gear but drifting flies
worked just as well. We trolled a spoon behind a flasher just to find exactly where
they were. Once we had one hooked we stopped the boat and drifted. When the
flashers were brought up the silvers followed. We left the flashers dangle a few feet
down and the boat just drifted slowly as the silvers went into a frenzy chasing the
flahers, the hooked fish, and spinners or flies from the boat.

We had double, triple, and quadruple hookups often. It was so wild we often released
fish just to stay in the frey. One group of four “meat” fishermen landed their limit
of 20 silvers in less than 30 minutes. Then we were off to get kings and halibut in
another spot.

The big catamarans provide a great fishing platform for fishing like this. It is a great
option on calm days.

LODGE LOGISTICS

Although we are able to provide custom
trips for small groups our favorite package
is a five day six night trip beginning and
ending in Kodiak city. We like to have our
guests arrive on Saturday and spend a day
in the city of Kodiak prior to coming to the
lodge. Then in case of inclement weather
they don’t miss a day of fishing.

We provide transportation to the lodge on

Sunday afternoon. It is either a short plane

situation available at the time. Five days of
great fishing and fantastic food mixed in
with wilderness adventures in the Gulf of
Alaska is an awesome experience.

Saturday morning we pack up the luggage
and frozen fish and transport everyone back
to Kodiak for the flight home.

SECURITY & SHIPPING

Airline shipping regulations have changed
to allow for only 50# boxes rather than the
70# we had before. They are charging $25
if the box is over 50# and less than 70#.
Another $25 allows the box to be over 70#
but less than 100.

Sometimes the security people open the
boxes to inspect the contents. In that case
they are seldom able to strap it back up tight
like we do at the lodge, and it thaws quicker.
We are suggesting that you bring your own
coolers to take fish back home. A 36 gt
cooler will hold 50# of fish and a 48 qt
cooler will hold 70#. It may be an advantage
to bring your clothes and waders up in a
cooler and then mail them back home from
Port Lions when you leave.

RATES 2004

Prices for next summer vary between $2,595
and $3,395 per week depending upon
timing of the salmon runs and logistics such
as airplanes. Our bargain weeks in the middle
of the summer have become even a better
deal because of the great king salmon fishing
we have experienced in the past two years.
